In September 2011, UKFCS conducted a detailed survey on the management,
service and operation of all member schools. We would like to take this
opportunity to thank the 44 member schools that have participated in the
School Survey to bring a wealth of valuable information for the benefit of all
our members.

Finance and Funding

The survey revealed that 89% of the participating schools rely on charging
tuition fees as their main source of income, with 50% of these schools
charging additional fees for books. 61% of the schools also provide extra-
curricular activities for their pupils, with more than half of these schools
charging additional fee for the extra-curricular activities.

Teaching Resources and Premises

Chinese Schools in the UK operate on a complementary basis, using
premises from other organisations and voluntary tutors to teach. The
majority of the schools are based at local school premises.

The survey revealed that 55% of schools pay to hire classrooms, with 32%
on rent free premises and 8% getting rent subsidy, and only 5% having their
own premises.
