Philippa is responsible for the strategic planning, development, delivery and
evaluation of the UCL IOE Confucius Institute for Schools’ CPD programme
for Mandarin teachers in the UK. This includes courses for pre-service
(Languages PGCE Mandarin and non-Mandarin Specialists), and in-service
(Primary and Secondary Teachers) training. Training involves multiple
aspects of support, including Mandarin language support, cultural input for
the classroom, teaching for examinations and assessment, and language
teaching pedagogy.

This comprehensive programme caters for teachers at all levels, from pre-
service to in-service training, total language beginner to native speakers,
increasing access to Mandarin Chinese and Chinese culture for teachers.

Philippa was previously an Academic Director, responsible for four language
education centres, handling academic recruitment, training and
management of 120 staff. Prior to that she worked in Malaysia for two years
as a teacher trainer/ mentor, on a Ministry of Education teacher
development project, delivered by the British Council. Additionally she has
ten years’ language teaching experience, including six years in China where
she also studied Mandarin at Beijing Culture and Language University.

Philippa holds an Honours degree in English and Theatre Studies from
Warwick University, CELTA and a Trinity Diploma in TESOL, and a Masters
degree in Education and International Development from the Institute of
Education.

Li Hong Man started teaching Mandarin in 2004, she worked in several
weekend schools in North London. In 2012, she was involved in the
Multilingual Digital Storytelling Project with Goldsmiths, University of London.



Her student’s films were shown in the 2013 & 2014 film festivals in
Goldsmiths, University of London. In 2015, Li Hong gave a keynote
presentation with Dr Jim Anderson on Digital Story Telling in UKFCS 21%
Teacher's conference when she shared her experiences and skills she
gained from the project. She also led teachers in a workshop to create a
simple Chinese — English digital story using photo story 3 and shared with
participates how to make films.

Chinese textbooks, and mentoring Chinese trainee teachers.

Mei Mac is a Theatre Maker, Drama Facilitator, Workshop Leader and
Performer. She has worked nationally and internationally performing and
creating works for all ages. Fluent in Cantonese, Mei was born and raised in
Birmingham, where she grew up regularly attending weekend Chinese
School, where she later returned to teach Chinese Dance. She has been
working closely with Yellow Earth Theatre for the past 4 years,

delivering Chinese cultural workshops to Primary and Secondary schools-
including workshops on Storytelling and Legends, Beijing Opera, Shadow
Puppetry, Fan and Ribbon Dance.
