‘Trade between China and the UK and London’s First Chinatown’: A resource for creative, cross-
curricular Chinese language teaching - Building on the plenary talk by Dr Jim Anderson and Dr Yu-
Chiao-Chung, this workshop will introduce participants to the innovative resource, ‘Trade between China
and the UK and London'’s First Chinatown’, and show how interactions with museum artefacts can
deepen learners' engagement with Chinese language and culture. The resource is aimed at intermediate
and more advanced students learning Chinese as a foreign or heritage language in schools, but also in
higher and adult education contexts. The three-stage pedagogical approach (Approaching, Exploring and
Creating), upon which the resource is based, will be explained and participants will sample activities at
each stage for themselves. Participants will then present a creative outcome to each other.
